Although a coaches judgment will be the final factor in deciding who makes a team, the following guidelines are used to help make ultimate decisions.  
A. Technical and Tactical Ability: 
· Players are expected to have a solid technical base.  An ability to perform the fundamentals of soccer (i.e., passing, finishing, receiving, etc.).  

· Players are also expected to comprehend the game of soccer, to have a solid understanding of the game (i.e., moving with and without the ball, creating opportunities, where to go, what to do and WHY you do it, etc.).  

B. Attitude:  Players should maintain a positive attitude on and off the field.  Support each other, support the staff, and respect the program as a whole.  Express a genuine desire to improve one self and their teammates. 
Display commitment, loyalty, personal integrity and a positive work ethic.

C. Condition:  Players are expected to be in TOP condition.
